The program is heavily 
regulated by the State of California. If you are injured at work, notify your principal/supervisor as soon as pos-
sible. After that, contact “Company Nurse.” 

The District contracts with “Company Nurse” for the reporting and access to immediate appropriate medical 
treatment. Information on “Company Nurse” is listed at www.Montebello.k12.ca.us. Go to “Departments” and 
then to “Risk Management” and on to “Workers’ 
Compensation.” The phone number for

fees until recovery is made. Information is 
available at 213.386.1671 or www.geklaw.com. 

You may predesignate a personal physician. In 
the event that you sustain an injury or illness 
related to your employment, you may be treat-
ed by your personal medical doctor under the 
conditions listed on the form. The form is avail-
able on MontebelloTeachers.org.  The District 
requires that the predesignation be current.
